
BEQUEATH: A Legacy, that is, a disposition of personal property by will.  Hoellinger v  Molzhon 77 ND 108, 41 NW 2d 217, 19 ALR2d 747; often considered to include either a Legacy of  personalty or a Devise of real estate. 57 Am J1st Wills § 1400. To make a bequest. See Bequest. To bequeath has been judicially construed by many of the ablest courts of this country to be synonymous with "to devise," when used with reference to a testamentary gift of real estate.  Gannon v Albright, 183 Mo 238, 81 SW 1162; Jacobsen v Farnham, 155 Neb 776, 53 NW2d 751, 33 ALR2d 543.
BEQUEATHMENT: A Bequest.

BESTOW: See Bequeath, gift, grant.
BLESSED: to have conferred or provided (a person, place, etc.) with something good or desirable for their benefit or enjoyment in life.
CHAPEL: A small Church.
CHAPLAIN: The Person who officiated in a Chapel.
CHAPLAINCY: The office of a Chaplain. In the Roman Catholic Church it is an institution founded by an Individual for the purpose of celebrating or causing to be celebrated annually a certain number of masses conforming to the will of the founder. They are commonly divided into two classes - Lay and Ecclesiastical. Gonzalez v Roman Catholic Archbishop, 280 US 1, 74 L Ed 131, 50 S Ct 5.
ECCLESIASTICAL CORPORATIONS: Corporations, either SOLE or Aggregate the Members composing which are all SPIRITUAL PERSONS, such as bishops, certain deans, and prebendaries, all archdeacons, parsons, and vicars, all of which are corporations sole, and such corporations aggregate as deans and chapters, prior and convent (formerly), abbots and monks, and the like. See 1 Bl Comm 470; 18 Am J2d Corp § 7.
ECCLESIASTICAL COURTS: In American usage, church tribunals taking cognizance of SPIRITUAL matters and Internal Controversies. English courts presided over by members of the clergy, which, in the course of time, have exercised jurisdiction over spiritual matters and some matters deemed temporal today. The Ecclesiastical Court was not made a part of the Judicial System of the United States or of the several states. Edgerton v Edgerton, 12 Mont 122, 29 P 966.
ECCLESIASTICAL NOTARY: A secretary or clerk employed in the ecclesiastical courts and councils.
SPIRITUAL: Pertaining to the Soul rather than the Physical Body of Man. The higher as distinguished from the material or carnal nature of man. The relation between man and God.
MORTMAIN: Literally, the dead hand. Property held out of circulation. To alienate land in MORTMAIN was to convey it to a corporation, aggregate, ECCLESIASTICAL or temporal. Perm v Carey, 65
MORTMAIN STATUTES: Statutes having the purpose of preventing an uneconomic accumulation of property in control of corporations, either lay or ECCLESIASTICAL. Perin v Carey (US) 24 How 465, 16 L Ed 701, 708. The British statutes, 15 Rich. II, ch. 5 (in Am J2d Desk Book Document 107) and 9 George Il, ch. 36.
ESTOPPEL BY DEED: A bar which precludes one party to a deed and his privies from asserting as against the other party and his privies any right or title in derogation of the deed or from denying the truth of any material facts asserted in it. 28 Am J2d Estop §§ 4, 5, 8.

RELEASE BY ESTOPPEL: A release executed by a party under such circumstances that he is precluded by his own negligence from asserting that it is not legal and binding upon him; as where a person who signed a release could read it and did not although he had full opportunity to do so before signing it. Wallace v Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha Railway Co. 67 Iowa 547, 549.

FRAUD: Deceit, Trickery, sharp practice, or breach of confidence, perpetrated FOR PROFIT or to gain some unfair or dishonest advantage.

FRAUDULENT: That which is done with Intent to Defraud. Luttrell v State, 85 Tenn 232. See fraud.

(FRAUDULENT ASSIGNMENT: An Assignment [to Your SS PERSON as the GUARANTOR] for the BENEFIT [for the HIRING AND PROFITS] of the Creditors made with Intent to Prevent the immediate application of the property to the payment of Assignor's [You as the Original Owner] Debts. 6 Am J2d Assign for Crs § 63.

ASSIGNEE. A person to whom a right is assigned, that is, the one to whom an assignment is made. 6 Am J2d Assign § 2. A person who becomes invested with the right of another person through some voluntary act of that other person. United States v Colorado Anthracite Coal Co., 225 US 219, 56 L Ed 1063, 32 S Ct 617. More broadly defined as including all those who take either immediately or remotely from or under the assignor, whether by conveyance, devise, descent, or act of law. Hoffeld v United States, 186 US 273, 46 L Ed 1160, 22 S Ct 927.

ASSIGNEE for the benefit of creditors: The PERSON, firm or corporation to whom or to which an assignment for creditors is made. 6 Am J2d Assign for Crs § 89. [Your SS PERSON]
ASSIGNOR: A Person who assigns a right, whether he be an Original Owner [YOU] or an Assignee [Your SS PERSON as the GUARANTOR]. 6 Am J2d Assign § 1. 
ASSIGNMENT: A transfer or setting over of property, or of some right or interest therein, from One Person [You as the Original Owner] to ANOTHER [Your SS PERSON], and unless in some way qualified, the transfer of one's whole interest in an estate, chattel, or other thing. 6 Am J2d Assign § 1.

RELEASE: The giving up or abandoning of the claim or right to the person against whom the claim exists or the right is to be enforced or exercised. The discharge of a debt by the act of a party in distinction from an extinguishment which is a discharge by operation of law. 45 Am J1st Rel § 2. Of interest of witness:-anything that divests the witness of all interest in the event of the suit. Anno: 28 ALR 15, 16. A discharge from duty or from confinement as a prisoner.
When the word "RELEASED" is stamped or written across the face of a bill of lading, it signifies that the Carrier is Exempt from his common-law liability as an Insurer. Morganton Mfg. Co. v Ohio River & Charleston Ry. Co. 121 NC 514, 28 SE 474.
FRAUDULENT CONCEALMENT: The suppression of, or silence concerning, a fact material to be known and which the party is under a duty to communicate because of a confidential relationship between the parties or the particular circumstances of the case. American Nat. Bank v Fidelity & Deposit Co. 131 Ga 854, 63 SE 622. As a bar to discharge in bankruptcy:–the failure of the BANKRUPT to disclose his property to his trustee in Bankruptcy after having had reasonable opportunity so to do. 9 Am J2d Bankr § 695. As a criminal offense against the Bankruptcy Act:–knowingly to Conceal from the receiver, custodian, trustee, marshal, or other officer of the court charged with the custody or control of property, or from creditors in any proceeding under the Bankruptcy Act, any property belonging to the estate of a BANKRUPT; To Conceal Property Knowingly, in contemplation of a bankruptcy proceeding, with intent to defeat the bankruptcy law. 18 USC § 152, paragraphs (1),(6).
PIRACY: (Brit) robbery on the seas within Admiralty Jurisdiction.

ROBBERY: law. the felonious taking of the property of another from his or her person or in his or her immediate presence, against his or her will, by violence or Intimidation.

LARCENY: Stealing or theft. People v Campbell, 89 Cal App 646, 265 P 364. At common law:–the felony of taking by trespass and carrying away the goods or things personal of another, without the latter's consent and with the felonious intent permanently to deprive the owner of his property and to convert it to the taker's own use or the use of some person other than the owner. 32 Am J1st Larc § 2. As a statutory offense:–the taking of personal property accomplished by fraud or stealth, with intent to deprive another thereof. State v Ugland, 48 ND 841, 187 NW 237; the felonious stealing, taking, and carrying, leading, riding, or driving away the personal property of another. People v Lardner, 300 111 264, 133 NE 375, 19 ALR 721.

COUNTERFEIT: Verb: To make a copy without Authority or Right and with the view to Deceive or Defraud by passing the COPY as Original or Genuine; to Fabricate a False Image or Representation. But as Ordinarily understood in law, the term is confined to the making and uttering of false money, postage stamps, revenue stamps, bonds, etc. 20 Am J2d Counterf § 1. Noun: Something MADE in Imitation of something else with a Purpose to DECEIVE. Adjective: Spurious; sham.

IMPERSONATION: Assuming the Name and Identity of another person. 11 Am J2d B & N § 132. A means of committing a Fraud. 27 Am J2d Fraud § 28. Representing oneself as another person, such constituting the offense of False Pretenses, when done for the purpose of Defrauding another. 32 Am J2d False Pret § 18. Assuming the character or personality of another, for example assuming the personality of another for the purpose of voting in his name at election. 26 Am J2d Elect § 375.

INFRINGEMENT OF COPYRIGHT: Copying, in whole or in part, in haec verba or by colorable variation, that which is protected under the Federal Copyright law; doing anything that the owner of a copyright alone has the right to do, without the consent of such Owner. 18 Am J2d Copyr § 104.

INFRINGEMENT OF NAME: The adoption by a corporation of a name so similar to that of another corporation, association, or firm as will result in Confusion or Deception. 18 Am J2d Corp § 156.

INFRINGEMENT OF TRADENAME: Such a Colorable Imitation of a tradename that the general public, in the exercise of reasonable care, might think that it is the name of the one first appropriating it. 52 Am J1st Tradem §§ 127 et seq.

USUARY: (Civil law.) A BAILEE who had the Bare Use of the Chattel.

BARE: Mere; unaccompanied; naked; nude; nothing more.

Viperina Est Expositio Quae Corrodit Viscera Textus: It is a snake-like explanation which gnaws away the vitals of the text.
SPIRITUAL VIPERS: are people who, in effect, inject spiritual poison with the intent to harm, into their victims.

(RECONSTRUCTION: The process by which the seceding southern states were reorganized after the War between the States, otherwise known as the Civil War. A Rebuilding. A complete rebuilding. The act of constructing again. Goodyear Shoe Machinery Co. v Jackson (CA I Mass) 112 F 146. Work done upon a structure which has been demolished in whole or in part. Vincent v Frelich, 50 La Ann 378, 23 So 373. Under statutes authorizing special assessments for the “reconstruction" of street improvements, the word pre-supposes the nonexistence of the thing to be reconstructed, as an entity; that the thing before existing, has lost its entity. The fact that some of the material or parts which entered into the composition of the original entity are used does not negative the character of an operation as a reconstruction. 48 Am J1st Spec A § 604. In Patent Law, the reconstruction of a machine is the rebuilding of it, as distinguished from its repair or replacement. Goodyear Shoe Machinery Co. v Jackson (CAI Mass) 112 F 146.
RECONSTRUCTION ACTS: Two acts of Congress passed shortly after the Civil War, in 1867, providing a plan for the re-organization of the state governments of those states of the Union which had seceded from it. Texas v White (US) 7 Wall 700, 19 L Ed 227.
RECONSTRUCTION AMENDMENTS: Amendments XIII, XIV, and XV to the United States Constitution.
Amendment XIII (13): Abolition of slavery
The Thirteenth Amendment was proposed on January 31, 1865, and ratified on December 6, 1865.
Section 1. Neither Slavery NOR Involuntary Servitude, except as a punishment for crime whereof the party shall have been duly convicted, shall exist within the United States, or any place subject to their jurisdiction.
Section 2. Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

Amendment XIV (14): Civil rights
The Fourteenth Amendment was proposed on June 13, 1866 and ratified on July 9, 1868.
Section 1. All persons born or naturalized in the United States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the United States and of the State wherein they reside. No State shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.
Section 2. Representatives shall be apportioned among the several States according to their respective numbers, counting the whole number of persons in each State, excluding Indians not taxed. But when the right to vote at any election for the choice of electors for President and Vice President of the United States, Representatives in Congress, the Executive and judicial officers of a State, or the members of the Legislature thereof, is denied to any of the male inhabitants of such State, being twenty-one years of age, and citizens of the United States, or in any way abridged, except for participation in rebellion, or other crime, the basis of representation therein shall be reduced in the proportion which the number of such male citizens shall bear to the whole number of male citizens twenty-one years of age in such State.
Section 3. No person shall be a Senator or Representative in Congress, or elector of President and Vice President, or hold any office, civil or military, under the United States, or under any State, who, having previously taken an oath, as a member of Congress, or as an officer of the United States, or as a member of any State legislature, or as an executive or judicial officer of any State, to support the Constitution of the United States, shall have engaged in insurrection or rebellion against the same, or given aid or comfort to the enemies thereof. But Congress may by a vote of two-thirds of each House, remove such disability.
Section 4. The validity of the public debt of the United States, authorized by law, including debts incurred for payment of pensions and bounties for services in suppressing insurrection or rebellion, shall not be questioned. But neither the United States nor any State shall assume or pay any debt or obligation incurred in aid of insurrection or rebellion against the United States, or any claim for the loss or emancipation of any slave; but all such debts, obligations and claims shall be held illegal and void.
Section 5. The Congress shall have power to enforce, by appropriate legislation, the provisions of this article.

Amendment XV (15): Black suffrage
The Fifteenth Amendment was proposed on February 26, 1869, and ratified on February 3, 1870.
Section 1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of race, color, or previous condition of servitude.
Section 2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

RECONSTRUCTION FINANCE CORPORATION: A one-time federal corporate body exercising various functions in reference to loans and advances for financing projects under federal state, or municipal law and the rendering of financial assistance to business enterprises, which functions have been transferred to other federal agencies and instrumentalities. 15 USC § 601, note.
RESTITUTIO IN INTEGRUM: The Restitution of a thing in Its Entirety; that is, Restoring the Thing to Its Original State. The MAXIM is a leading one in Admiralty in collision cases, where repairs are practicable, and the Rule being that the damages assessed shall be sufficient to restore the injured vessel to the condition in which she was at the time when the injury was inflicted upon her. Phoenix Ins. Co. v The Atlas, 93 US ~302, 23 L Ed 863.

RESTITUTION: The Restoration to a person of that of which he has been Wrongly Deprived. Relief against the unjust enrichment of one person at the expense of another. Relief for one who has been compelled to pay money under a judgment since reversed. 5 Am J2d A & E §§ 997 et seq. The restoration of property of which one has been deprived under a judgement since reversed. 5 Am J2d A & E § 1004. The ordinary form of judgment for the plaintiff in an action for forcible entry and detainer, awarding restitution of the premises to him, with costs. 22 Am J1st Fare E & D § 48. In the modern sense of the term, compensation, reimbursement, indemnification or reparation for benefits derived from, or for loss or injury caused to another. Holloway v People's Water Co. 100 Kan 414, 167 P 265, 2 ALR 161. See Restoration Rule; Unjust Enrichment; Writ of Restitution.
RESTORATION RULE: The Rule that the plaintiff in an action for an injury to his real property is entitled to recover the cost of repairing the real estate so as to restore it to its condition immediately prior to the injury. Cattin v Omaha, 149 Neb 434, 31 NW2d 300.
RESTORATIVE REMEDIES: Those Remedies in equity by which the plaintiff is restored to the full enjoyment of the right, property, or estate to which he is entitled, but which use and enjoyment have been hindered, interfered with, prevented, or withheld by the WRONGDOER. See 1 Pomeroy's Equity Jurisprudence § 112.
SURRENDER: the act of giving the control or use of something to someone else. the act of allowing yourself to be influenced or controlled by someone or something. [Same as RELEASE to the ONE, it is DUE.]
LETTER OF CREDIT: Succinctly, a letter authorizing the addressee to pay money or supply a commodity to a third person on the credit of the writer. 24 Am J1st Guar § 20.
LETTER OF RECALL: A NOTICE sent to a Foreign Government by another Government of the RECALL of Its Ambassador or Diplomatic Representative. [our
RECALL: To call back. To remember. To set aside; to vacate; to remove from office.
TOTAL: Noun: The whole amount; the entire quantity. Adjective: Constituting the whole of a thing. Complete; absolute; utter; entire. Verb: To ascertain an amount by addition. To equal a certain amount, considered in entirety.
