BEQUEATH: A Legacy, that is, a disposition of personal property by will.  Hoellinger v  Molzhon 77 ND 108, 41 NW 2d 217, 19 ALR2d 747; often considered to include either a Legacy of  personalty or a Devise of real estate. 57 Am J1st Wills § 1400. To make a bequest. See Bequest. To bequeath has been judicially construed by many of the ablest courts of this country to be synonymous with "to devise," when used with reference to a testamentary gift of real estate.  Gannon v Albright, 183 Mo 238, 81 SW 1162; Jacobsen v Farnham, 155 Neb 776, 53 NW2d 751, 33 ALR2d 543.
BEQUEATHMENT: A Bequest.
BESTOW: See Bequeath, gift, grant.
ESTOPPEL BY DEED: A bar which precludes one party to a deed and his privies from asserting as against the other party and his privies any right or title in derogation of the deed or from denying the truth of any material facts asserted in it. 28 Am J2d Estop §§ 4, 5, 8.
RELEASE BY ESTOPPEL: A release executed by a party under such circumstances that he is precluded by his own negligence from asserting that it is not legal and binding upon him; as where a person who signed a release could read it and did not although he had full opportunity to do so before signing it. Wallace v Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha Railway Co. 67 Iowa 547, 549.
FRAUD: Deceit, Trickery, sharp practice, or breach of confidence, perpetrated FOR PROFIT or to gain some unfair or dishonest advantage.
FRAUDULENT: That which is done with Intent to Defraud. Luttrell v State, 85 Tenn 232. See fraud.
FRAUDULENT ASSIGNMENT: An Assignment for the BENEFIT of Creditors made with intent to prevent the immediate application of the property to the payment of assignor's debts. 6 Am J2d Assign for Crs § 63.
ASSIGNMENT: A transfer or setting over of property, or of some right or interest therein, from one person to another, and unless in some way qualified, the transfer of one's whole interest in an estate, chattel, or other thing. 6 Am J2d Assign § 1.
FRAUDULENT CONCEALMENT: The suppression of, or silence concerning, a fact material to be known and which the party is under a duty to communicate because of a confidential relationship between the parties or the particular circumstances of the case. American Nat. Bank v Fidelity & Deposit Co. 131 Ga 854, 63 SE 622. As a bar to discharge in bankruptcy:–the failure of the bankrupt to disclose his property to his trustee in bankruptcy after having had reasonable opportunity so to do. 9 Am J2d Bankr § 695. As a criminal offense against the Bankruptcy Act: – knowingly to Conceal from the receiver, custodian, trustee, marshal, or other officer of the court charged with the custody or control of property, or from creditors in any proceeding under the Bankruptcy Act, any property belonging to the estate of a bankrupt; To Conceal Property Knowingly, in contemplation of a bankruptcy proceeding, with intent to defeat the bankruptcy law. 18 USC § 152, paragraphs (1),(6).
PIRACY: (Brit) robbery on the seas within Admiralty Jurisdiction.
ROBBERY: law. the felonious taking of the property of another from his or her person or in his or her immediate presence, against his or her will, by violence or Intimidation.
LARCENY: Stealing or theft. People v Campbell, 89 Cal App 646, 265 P 364. At common law:–the felony of taking by trespass and carrying away the goods or things personal of another, without the latter's consent and with the felonious intent permanently to deprive the owner of his property and to convert it to the taker's own use or the use of some person other than the owner. 32 Am J1st Larc § 2. As a statutory offense:–the taking of personal property accomplished by fraud or stealth, with intent to deprive another thereof. State v Ugland, 48 ND 841, 187 NW 237; the felonious stealing, taking, and carrying, leading, riding, or driving away the personal property of another. People v Lardner, 300 111 264, 133 NE 375, 19 ALR 721.
COUNTERFEIT: Verb: To make a copy without Authority or Right and with the view to Deceive or Defraud by passing the COPY as Original or Genuine; to Fabricate a False Image or Representation. But as Ordinarily understood in law, the term is confined to the making and uttering of false money, postage stamps, revenue stamps, bonds, etc. 20 Am J2d Counterf § 1. Noun: Something MADE in Imitation of something else with a Purpose to DECEIVE. Adjective: Spurious; sham.
IMPERSONATION: Assuming the Name and Identity of another person. 11 Am J2d B & N § 132. A means of committing a Fraud. 27 Am J2d Fraud § 28. Representing oneself as another person, such constituting the offense of False Pretenses, when done for the purpose of Defrauding another. 32 Am J2d False Pret § 18. Assuming the character or personality of another, for example assuming the personality of another for the purpose of voting in his name at election. 26 Am J2d Elect § 375.
INFRINGEMENT OF COPYRIGHT: Copying, in whole or in part, in haec verba or by colorable variation, that which is protected under the Federal Copyright law; doing anything that the owner of a copyright alone has the right to do, without the consent of such Owner. 18 Am J2d Copyr § 104.
INFRINGEMENT OF NAME: The adoption by a corporation of a name so similar to that of another corporation, association, or firm as will result in Confusion or Deception. 18 Am J2d Corp § 156.
INFRINGEMENT OF TRADENAME: Such a Colorable Imitation of a tradename that the general public, in the exercise of reasonable care, might think that it is the name of the one first appropriating it. 52 Am J1st Tradem §§ 127 et seq.
USUARY: (Civil law.) A bailee who had the Bare Use of the Chattel.
BARE: Mere; unaccompanied; naked; nude; nothing more.
The First item in every movie:
FBI – WARNING: Federal Law provides Severe Civil and Criminal Penalties for the Unauthorized Reproduction, Distribution or Exhibition of a Copyrighted “NAME or VESSEL”. Criminal Copyright Infringement is investigated by the FBI and may Constitute a Felony with a maximum penalty of up to 5 years in prison and/or a $250.000 Fine.
