RECONSTRUCTION: The process by which the seceding southern states were reorganized after the War between the States, otherwise known as the Civil War. A Rebuilding. A complete rebuilding. The act of constructing again. Goodyear Shoe Machinery Co. v Jackson (CA I Mass) 112 F 146. Work done upon a structure which has been demolished in whole or in part. Vincent v Frelich, 50 La Ann 378, 23 So 373. Under statutes authorizing special assessments for the “reconstruction" of street improvements, the word pre-supposes the nonexistence of the thing to be reconstructed, as an entity; that the thing before existing, has lost its entity. The fact that some of the material or parts which entered into the composition of the original entity are used does not negative the character of an operation as a reconstruction. 48 Am J1st Spec A § 604. In Patent Law, the reconstruction of a machine is the rebuilding of it, as distinguished from its repair or replacement. Goodyear Shoe Machinery Co. v Jackson (CAI Mass) 112 F 146.
RECONSTRUCTION ACTS: Two acts of Congress passed shortly after the Civil War, in 1867, providing a plan for the re-organization of the state governments of those states of the Union which had seceded from it. Texas v White (US) 7 Wall 700, 19 L Ed 227.
RECONSTRUCTION AMENDMENTS: Amendments XIII, XIV, and XV to the United States Constitution.

Amendment XIII (13): (1865) Abolition of slavery
The Thirteenth Amendment was proposed on January 31, 1865, and ratified on December 6, 1865.
Section 1. Neither Slavery NOR Involuntary Servitude, except as a punishment for crime whereof the party shall have been duly convicted, shall exist within the United States, or any place subject to their jurisdiction.
Section 2. Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

Amendment XIV (14): (1868) Civil rights
The Fourteenth Amendment was proposed on June 13, 1866 and ratified on July 9, 1868.
Section 1. All persons born or naturalized in the United States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the United States and of the State wherein they reside. No State shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.
Section 2. Representatives shall be apportioned among the several States according to their respective numbers, counting the whole number of persons in each State, excluding Indians not taxed. But when the right to vote at any election for the choice of electors for President and Vice President of the United States, Representatives in Congress, the Executive and judicial officers of a State, or the members of the Legislature thereof, is denied to any of the male inhabitants of such State, being twenty-one years of age, and citizens of the United States, or in any way abridged, except for participation in rebellion, or other crime, the basis of representation therein shall be reduced in the proportion which the number of such male citizens shall bear to the whole number of male citizens twenty-one years of age in such State.
Section 3. No person shall be a Senator or Representative in Congress, or elector of President and Vice President, or hold any office, civil or military, under the United States, or under any State, Who, having previously taken an oath, as a member of Congress, or as an officer of the United States, or as a member of any State legislature, or as an executive or judicial officer of any State, to support the Constitution of the United States, shall have engaged in INSURRECTION or REBELLION against the same, or given aid or comfort to the enemies thereof. But Congress may by a vote of two-thirds of each House, remove such disability.
Section 4. The Validity of the Public Debt of the United States, authorized by law, including debts incurred for payment of pensions and bounties for Services In Suppressing INSURRECTION or REBELLION, Shall Not Be Questioned. But neither the United States nor any State shall assume or pay any debt or obligation incurred in aid of insurrection or rebellion against the United States, or any claim for the loss or emancipation of any slave; but all such debts, obligations and claims shall be held illegal and void.
Section 5. The Congress shall have power to enforce, by appropriate legislation, the provisions of this article.

Amendment XV (15): (1870) Black suffrage
The Fifteenth Amendment was proposed on February 26, 1869, and ratified on February 3, 1870.
Section 1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of race, color, or previous condition of SERVITUDE.
Section 2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.

DE NIHILO, NIL: Nothing out of nothing. A void contract can no more give rise to a right 
GENERAL DEMURRER: A demurrer directed to a matter of substance and attacking a pleading on the ground that the averments are insufficient in substance to state a cause of action or defense. 41 Am J1st PI § 204.
In equity, where the practice is not controlled by rules of practice, a general demurrer challenges, in general terms, the right of the plaintiff to have any relief, or discovery and relief, on the facts stated in the bill. Its usual form is that of the general demurrer for want of equity on the face of the bill. Marsh v Marsh, 16 NJ Eq 391.
PLAUSIBLE DENIABILITY: refers to circumstances where a denial of responsibility or knowledge of wrongdoing cannot be proved as true or untrue due to a lack of evidence proving the allegation. This term is often used in reference to situations where high ranking officials deny responsibility for or knowledge of wrongdoing by lower ranking officials. In those situations officials can "plausibly deny" an allegation even though it may be true. It also refers to any act that leaves little or no evidence of wrongdoing or abuse.
IMPLAUSIBLE: not believable or realistic; not plausible.
Federal (initial capital letter) in U.S. History: it is relating to or adhering to the support of the Constitution; of which “We the People” were the ones that created the Constitution, as a Banking Charter, to control the national and state Governmental banking transactions (bills and settlements), not for the governments to control the people’s private entitlement and labor banks. Therefore in this Nation, the word “Federal” stands for “People”, which means that anything with Federal in it; it belongs to the People.
Examples: 
Federal Bureau of Investigations (FBI) in fact is the People’s Bureau of Investigations.
Federal Financing Bank in fact is the People’s Financing Bank.
Federal Credit Agencies in fact is the People’s Credit Agencies.
Federal Funds in fact is the People’s Funds.
Off-Budget Federal Entities in fact is the Off-Budget People’s Entities.
