You are an INTERNATIONAL POSTMASTER; 
operating in International Commerce, if you have a 9 digit ZIP, which is your International Postal Office bank routing number. 

A Maxim in the Laws of Commerce; Your Rights of Unrestricted International Commerce or Trade cannot be Restrained for more than 3 DAYS OR it is your Right to Declare WAR by filing an International Commercial Lien against the WRONGDOERS, per 15 USC § 1 & 2. 
[Use the International Global Stamp in your banking and lien postings.]

INTERNATIONAL: A characterization in a general manner of Business or Transactions between NATIONS or between Persons of different NATIONS. Koehler v Sanders, 122 NY 65, 25 NE 235.

POSTMASTER: One holding a Public Office established for the benefit of the PUBLIC in the operation of a post office, the Receipt and Distribution of the MAILS from such office, and such other matters as are prescribed by statute for performance by the INCUMBENT. 41 Am J1st P O § 12.

ORGANIZATION: A corporation, government or governmental subdivision or agency, business trust, estate trust, partnership or association, Two or More Persons having a joint or common interest or any other legal or commercial entity. UCC § 1201(28).

INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATION IMMUNITIES ACT: A federal statute pertaining to the status of International Organizations in reference to their Capacity 
as Parties. 22 USC § 288a.

22 U.S. Code § 288a - Privileges, Exemptions, and Immunities of International Organizations.

International Organizations SHALL enjoy the STATUS, Immunities, Exemptions, and Privileges set forth in this section, as follows:

(a) International Organizations SHALL, to the extent consistent with the instrument creating them, possess the Capacity – (Local, state, federal and church as foreign/international certificates of international identity creation.)

(i) To Contract;

(ii) To Acquire and Dispose of Real and Personal Property;

(iii) To Institute Legal Proceedings.

(b) International Organizations, their property and their assets, wherever located, and by whomsoever held, SHALL enjoy the same Immunity from suit and every form of judicial process as is enjoyed by Foreign Governments, except to the extent that such organizations May Expressly Waive their Immunity for the purpose of any proceedings OR by the terms of any Contract.

(c) Property and Assets of International Organizations, wherever located and by whomsoever held, SHALL BE Immune from search, unless such immunity be expressly waived, and from Confiscation. The archives of International Organizations SHALL BE Inviolable.

(d) Insofar as concerns customs duties and internal-revenue taxes imposed upon or by reason of IMPORTATION, and the procedures in connection therewith; the registration of foreign agents; and the treatment of official communications, the Privileges, Exemptions, and Immunities to which International Organizations SHALL BE Entitled and SHALL BE those accorded under similar circumstances to Foreign Governments.

15 U.S. Code § 1 - Trusts, etc., in RESTRAINT of Trade ILLEGAL; penalty

Every Contract, combination in the form of Trust OR Otherwise, OR Conspiracy, in RESTRAINT OF TRADE or COMMERCE among the several States, or with Foreign Nations, is declared to be ILLEGAL. Every person who shall make any contract OR engage in any combination or conspiracy hereby declared to be ILLEGAL shall be deemed Guilty of a FELONY, and, on conviction thereof, shall be punished by fine not exceeding $100,000,000 if a corporation, or, if any other person, $1,000,000, or by imprisonment not exceeding 10 years, or by both said punishments, in the discretion of the court.

15 U.S. Code § 2 - MONOPOLIZING Trade a FELONY; penalty

Every person who shall MONOPOLIZE, or attempt to MONOPOLIZE, or combine or CONSPIRE with any other person or persons, to MONOPOLIZE any part of the Trade or Commerce among the several States, or with Foreign Nations, shall be deemed Guilty of a FELONY, and, on conviction thereof, shall be punished by fine not exceeding $100,000,000 if a corporation, or, if any other person, $1,000,000, or by imprisonment not exceeding 10 years, or by both said punishments, in the discretion of the court.

RESTRAINT OF TRADE: Combinations and practices Interfering Unreasonably with the normal production and supply of commodities by the suppression of competition therein, or by other means; an Instrument of Monopoly. 36 Am J1st Monop etc § 2. A Contractual Restriction upon the Right of a person to engage in a trade, business, or profession. 36 Am J1st Monop etc §§ 50 et seq.

MONOPOLY OF TRADE: The Acquisition of an Exclusive Right to, or the Exclusive Control of, a Trade. 36 Am J1st Monop etc. § 2.
